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An Analysis on the Jurisdiction of Coastal States over Pollution

from Foreign Vessels in the Disputed Exclusive Economic Zone

Abstract; The United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea clearly establishes the right of coastal
state to exercise jurisdiction over pollution from foreign vessels in the exclusive economic zone. In the
disputed exclusive economic zone, different claimant states are entitled to exercise jurisdiction over
pollution from foreign vessels, and the flag state is entitled to exercise the freedom of navigation, which in
turn gives rise to two categories of conflicting rights. The first kind is the conflict of jurisdiction between
claimant states. The second kind is the conflict between the coastal state’s jurisdiction over pollution from
foreign vessels and the flag state’s freedom of navigation. In the case of a conflict of rights between
claimant States, the claimant state should fulfil its duty of cooperation and its duty of mutual restraint and
refrain from engaging in acts that affect the final maritime delimitation. In the case of a conflict of rights
between a coastal state and a flag state, the coastal state should fulfil its duty of due regard and respect the
right of navigation of the flag state in the disputed exclusive economic zone. In the face of legal conflicts in
the disputed exclusive economic zone, as a large shipping country, China can adopt targeted strategies
based on different identities. it can actively participate in the formulation of international navigation rules
through the International Maritime Organization, so as to safeguard the right of navigation of its ships in
the exclusive economic zones of other countries; and as a coastal state, it can strengthen its cooperation
with neighbouring countries in the prevention and treatment of vessel source pollution and establish a
mechanism for cooperation in the prevention and treatment of vessel source pollution.
