Abstract; Transnational illegal fishing activities not only destroy marine living resources, but also relate
to transnational organized crimes as well. When exercising criminal jurisdiction over marine affairs within
their territorial sea and Exclusive Economic Zone under United Nation’s Convention on the Law of the Sea
coastal states should take the convention’s interaction with United Nation’s Convention against
Transnational Organized Crime into consideration and should notice the restrictions on the application of
their domestic criminal laws. Fishery rights reflect the core of the marine rights. Criminal jurisdiction
defines the temporal and spatial dimensions of coastal states’ domestic laws and declares their sovereignty
in the most obvious way. With the increasingly fierce competition for marine resources, China ought to
better integrate its domestic laws with the international conventions so as to exercise jurisdiction more
efficiently and effectively, which contributes to the successful implementation of the Maritime Silk Road.
